The Statement of Activities (page 12) presents information showing how the government's net assets changed
during the most recent calendar year. All changes in net assets are reported as soon as the underlying event
giving rise to the change occurs, regardless of the timing of related cash flows. Thus, revenues and expenses
are reported in this statement for some items that will only result in cash flows in future calendar periods (e.g.,
uncollected taxes and earned but unused vacation leave).

Both of the government-wide financial statements distinguish functions of the Township that are principally
supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues (governmental activities) from other functions that are
intended to recover all or a significant portion of their costs through user fees and charges (business-type
activities).

Governmental Activities - Most of the Township's basic services are reported in this category. Taxes and
intergovernmental revenues generally support these services. Services provided include general adminis­
tration, public safety, public works, health and human services, culture and recreation and community
development.

Business-Type Activities - The Township charges fees to customers to help it cover all or most of the cost of
certain services it provides. The Township provides sewer and recreation services.

Fund Financial Statements

The fund financial statements begin on page 13 and provide detailed information about the major individual
funds. A fund is a calendar and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts that the Township uses
to keep track of specific sources of funding and spending for a particular purpose. In addition to the major
funds, statements for nonmajor funds begin on page 50. All of the funds of the Township can be divided into
three categories: governmental, proprietary and fiduciary.

Governmental Funds - Most of the Township's basic services are reported in the Governmental Funds, which
focus on how money flows into and out of those funds and the balances left at year-end that are available for
future spending. The Governmental Funds financial statements provide a detailed short-term view of the
Township's general government operations and the basic services it provides. Governmental Funds
information helps determine whether there are more or fewer financial resources that can be spent in the near
future to finance the Township's programs. Because this information does not encompass the additional long­
term focus of the government-wide statements, reconciliations are provided (pages 14 and 17) to reconcile
between the Governmental Funds Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balances and
the Statement of Activities. These funds are reported using modified accrual accounting, which primarily
measures cash and other financial assets usable in the short-term. Governmental Funds include the Special
Revenue Funds.

Proprietary Funds - When the Township charges for the services it provides, these services are generally
reported in Proprietary Funds. Proprietary Funds (Enterprise Funds) utilize accrual accounting--the same
method used by private-sector businesses. Enterprise Funds report activities that provide supplies and
services to the general public--sewer and recreation services.

Fiduciary Funds - The Township acts as a fiduciary to account for resources held for the benefit of parties
outside the government. The Township has an Agency Fund to support the operation costs of the Township
local cable channel that supports Township-related services and another Agency Fund that supports the
operating costs for the Merry Place Park. Additionally, the Township has two Pension Trust Funds--one for the
civilian employees and one for the uniformed employees. These funds are reported using accrual accounting.
The government-wide statements exclude Fiduciary Fund activities and balances because these assets are
restricted in purpose and do not represent assets available to the Township to finance its operations.

Notes to the Basic Financial Statements

The notes provide additional information that is essential to a full understanding of the data provided in the
government-wide and fund financial statements. The notes to the financial statements can be found beginning
on page 25 of this report.

Other Information

Other information includes cornbining financial statements for nonmajor Governmental Funds. The funds are
added together by fund type and presented in single columns in the basic financial statements, but are not
reported individually, as with major funds, on the Governmental Funds financial staternents.

GOVERNMENT-WIDE FINANCIAL ANALYSIS

The Township's largest component of its net assets is its investment in capital assets, less any related debt
used to acquire those assets that is still outstanding, which was $14,779,757 at the end of the year. As the
Township utilizes those assets to provide services to its citizens, they are not available for future spending.

While net assets pertaining to the governmental activities have decreased frorn a year ago by $1,148,105 as a
result of continued development of the Haverford State Hospital site and increased professional fees, the net
assets of our business-type activities increased by $2,105,250 from reduced sewer capital expenses as well as
certain capital expenses being funded by the Capital Projects Fund.

The following table highlights the Township's revenues and expenses for the fiscal year ended December 31,
2010. These two main components are subtracted to yield the change in net assets. This table utilizes the
full-accrual method of accounting. The large increase in net assets ($957,145) is a result of increased
expenses on the governmental activity side offset by decreased spending on the business-type activity side.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF THE TOWNSHIP'S FUNDS

As the Township completed the fiscal year, its Governmental Funds reported fund balances of $21,921,258.
Of the current ending fund balances, $7,608,596 is reported as unreserved in the General Fund and
$14,312,662 is reported as reserved.

Governmental Funds

General Fund, Comparison to Budget - Revenue exceeded bUdget by $1,091,257 or 3%. The excess
revenues were largely a result of increased cable franchise fees, the newly enacted business tax audit and
compliance program and an unexpected loan repayment from one of our local fire companies. Expenditures
exceeded budget by $166,482 or a negligible percentage. The excess expenditures were largely a result of
increased professional fees within the finance department and increased legal expenses relating to zoning and
billboard issues.

Nonmajor Governmental Funds - The activities in the Nonmajor Governmental Funds are primarily funded by
federal grants for specific federally approved projects. Any increase in expenditures is offset by a related
increase in funding. These grants are cost-reimbursement basis grants.

Proprietary Funds

Sewer Fund - This fund experienced an increase in its net assets in the amount of $1,215,595. The increase
was primarily generated by lower than expected sewer construction costs and capital costs passed on to us by
Upper Darby Township/City of Philadelphia ($988,000), as well as decreased personnel costs ($93,000).

Skatium Fund - This fund experienced an increase in its net assets in the amount of $889,655. The increase
was primarily generated by interfund transfers in the amount of $1,162,400 and it should be noted that the
Skatium Fund is subsidized by general tax revenues.

CAPITAL ASSETS AND DEBT ADMINISTRATION

Capital Assets

As of December 31, 2010, the Township has invested $43,937,913, net of accumulated depreciation, in a
broad range of capital assets (see the table below). Depreciation and depletion charges for this calendar year
totaled $2,272,596.

Additional information on the Township's capital assets is contained in Note E to the financial statements.
Major capital assets acquisitions during 2010 include the development of park and recreation facilities at the
former Haverford State Hospital site, a replacement of the ice surface and dehumidifying system at the
Skatium, storm sewer improvements along Wynnefield Drive, various storm and sanitary sewer projects and a
bridge replacement on West Hathaway Lane.

Long-Term Debt

At the end of the current fiscal year, the Township had total bonded debt outstanding of $29,215,000. All of
this is backed by the full faith and credit of the government. During 2010, the Township paid off its General
Obligation Bonds, Series B of 2005 and refunded its General Obligation Bonds, Series of 2001, General
Obligation Bonds, Series A of 2005 and General Obligation Note, Series of 2009. Additionally, the Township
borrowed $14,155,000 in new monies for capital projects. Governmental activities report $29,215,000 and
business-type activities report $0 of general obligation bonds and notes payable.

The Township is empowered by state law to issue debt obligations within the limits of authority passed from
time to time by the state legislature.

Additional information on the Township's long-term debt can be found in Note G to the financial statements.

ECONOMIC FACTORS AND NEXT YEAR'S BUDGETS AND RATES

The Board of Commissioners was acutely aware of both the national and local economic environments and,
with that in mind, held real estate taxes steady in 2011 with a 0% increase. The Township raised the sanitation
collection fee from $135 to $172 charged equally on all residential properties with the intent of having the cost
of sanitation less subsidized by general tax revenues. The decision to continue to draw down on our healthy
reserves was made in heightened sensitivity to the financial pressures facing not only our citizenry but people
allover the United States. Our real estate tax market has weathered the storm better than other locales
throughout the current recession. We continue to see new housing construction at the Haverford Reserve
property, which will positively add to our ratable base.

The Township must financially prepare itself for a large-scale legal appeal concerning the eminent domain of a
property and the subsequent rUling by the Delaware County Board of View in favor of the plaintiff who asserted
that the parcel's fair market value far outweighed the compensation paid at the time of eminent domain.

While 2011 will continue to be financially challenging to the Township, there are several goals and objectives
that the administration will be focused on during the coming year. The management of Haverford Township
will continue to be mindful of the financial difficulties facing us and will strive to reduce spending as realistically
and responsibly as possible. During 2011, the Township will continue negotiations for a new labor agreement
with our civilian employee association followed by a negotiation with our sworn police officers toward the end of
this year.

However, in the statement of activities, the cost of those assets is
allocated over their estimated useful lives as depreciation expense.
This is the amount by which capital outlays ($3,664,420) exceed
depreciation ($2,019,767) in the current period.

The effect of sales of capital assets is to decrease net assets.

Revenues in the statement of activities that do not provide current
financial resources are not reported as revenues in the funds.

Repayment of bond principal is an expenditure in the Governmental
Funds, but the repayment reduces long-term liabilities in the statement
of net assets.

New borrowings increase Governmental Funds balances; however, this
is an increase to liabilities in the statement of net assets.

Bond discounts are reported in Governmental Funds as expenses;
however, in the statement of activities, the expenses from bond
discounts are allocated over the term lives of debt instruments as an
increase to interest expense. This is the amount of amortization in the
current period.

Bond premiums are reported in Governmental Funds as revenues;
however, in the statement of activities, the revenues from bond
premiums are allocated over the term lives of debt instruments as an
offset to interest expense. This is the amount by which bond premiums
exceeded amortization in the current period.

Interest on long-term debt in the statement of activities differs from the
amount reported in the Governmental Funds because interest is
recognized as an expenditure in the Governmental Funds when it is
due and, thus, requires the use of current financial resources. In the
statement of activities, interest expense is recognized as interest
accrues, regardless of when it is due.

Bond issue costs were expensed in the Governmental Funds
statements but must be amortized over the life of the bonds in the
government-wide statements.

NOTE A SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Reporting Entity

The Township of Haverford (the "Township") is a municipal corporation existing and operating
under Home Rule Charter following the First Class Township Code of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania. The accompanying financial statements present the primary government only
and do not include any component units (entities for which the Township is considered to be
financially accountable). In evaluating the Township (the primary government) as a reporting
entity, all potential component units that mayor may not fall within the financial accountability of
the Township have been addressed. Financial accountability is present if the Township
appoints a voting majority of a component unit's governing body and has the ability to impose its
will on the organization or if there is a potential for the organization to provide specific financial
benefits to, or irnpose specific financial burdens on, the Township.

Component Unit - The Haverford Township Free Library is a component unit of the Township
of Haverford, as four of the seven members of the Library Board of Trustees are appointed by
the Board of Commissioners of the Township of Haverford. However, the Library Fund is not
included in these financial statements as required by generally accepted accounting principles.
The Library's audited financial statements can be obtained at the Library during regular
business hours.

Government-Wide and Fund Financial Statements

The government-wide financial statements (i.e., the statement of net assets and the statement
of changes in net assets) report information on all of the nonfiduciary activities of the primary
government. For the most part, the effect of interfund activity has been removed from these
statements. Governmental activities, which normally are supported by taxes and intergovern­
mental revenues, are reported separately from business-type activities, which rely to a
significant extent on fees and charges for support.

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of a given
function or segment are offset by program revenues. Direct expenses are those that are clearly
identifiable with a specific function or segment. Program revenues include (1) charges to
customers or applicants who purchase, use, or directly benefit from goods, services, or
priVileges provided by a given function or segment and (2) grants and contributions that are
restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular function or segment.
Taxes and other items not properly included among program revenues are reported instead as
general revenues.

Separate financial statements are provided for Governmental Funds, Proprietary Funds and
Fiduciary Funds, even though the latter are excluded from the government-wide financial
staternents. Major individual Governmental Funds and major individual Enterprise Funds are
reported as separate columns in the fund financial statements.

Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting and Financial Statement Presentation

The government-wide financial statements are reported using the economic resources
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting, as are the Proprietary Fund and
Fiduciary Fund financial statements. Revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are
recorded when a liability is incurred, regardless of the timing of related cash flows. Property
taxes are recognized as revenues in the year for which they are levied. Grants and similar
items are recognized as revenue as soon as all eligibility requirements imposed by the provider
have been met.

Governmental Funds financial statements are reported using the current financial resources
measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Revenues are recognized as
soon as they are both measurable and available. Revenues are considered to be available
when they are collectible within the current period or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of
the current period. For this purpose, the government considers revenues to be available if they
are collected within 60 days of the end of the current fiscal period. Expenditures generally are
recorded when a liability is incurred. as under accrual accounting. However. debt service
expenditures, as well as expenditures related to compensated absences and claims and
judgments, are recorded only when payment is due.

Property taxes, franchise taxes, licenses and interest associated with the current fiscal period
are all considered to be susceptible to accrual and so have been recognized as revenues of the
current fiscal period. All other revenue items are considered to be measurable and available
only when cash is received by the Township.

The Township reports the following major Governmental Funds:

The General Fund is the Township's primary operating fund. It accounts for all financial
resources of the general government. except those required to be accounted for in
another fund.

The Capital Projects Fund accounts for financial resources used to acquire or construct
major capital projects. The revenue in this fund comes from the sale of bonds/notes or
from capital appropriations from the General Fund. This fund is reported as a major
fund.

The Township reports the following major Proprietary Funds:

The Sewer Fund accounts for the sewage and wastewater service operations and is
intended to be self-supporting through user charges. The Sewer Fund operates sewage
collection and treatment systems.

Additionally. the Township reports the follOWing Fiduciary Fund Types:

The Pension Trust Funds account for the activities of the Police and Non-Uniformed
Pension Plans, which accumulate resources for pension benefit payments to qualified
employees.

The Agency Funds account for assets held by the Township in a custodial capacity
(assets equal liabilities) and do not present results of operations or have a measurement
focus.

Private-sector standards of accounting and financial reporting issued by the Financial
Accounting Standards Board (FASB) prior to December 1, 1989, generally are followed in both
the government-wide and Proprietary Funds financial statements to the extent that those
standards do not conflict with or contradict guidance of the Governmental Accounting Standards
Board (GASB). Governments also have the option of following subsequent private-sector
guidance for their business-type activities and Enterprise Funds, subject to this same limitation.
The Township has elected not to follow subsequent private-sector guidance.

As a general rule, the effect of interfund activity has been eliminated from the government-wide
financial statements. Exceptions to this general rule are charges between the Township's
sewer function and various other functions of the Township. Elimination of these charges would
distort the direct costs and program revenues reported for the various functions concerned.

Amounts reported as program revenues include (1) charges to customers or applicants for
goods, services, or privileges provided, (2) operating grants and contributions and (3) capital
grants and contributions, including special assessments. Internally dedicated resources are
reported as general revenues rather than as program revenues. Likewise, general revenues
include all taxes.

Proprietary Funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from nonoperating items.
Operating revenues and expenses generally result from providing services and producing and
delivering goods in connection with a Proprietary Fund's principal ongoing operations. The
principal operating revenues of the Sewer Fund and the Skatium Fund are charges to
customers for sales and services. Operating expenses for Enterprise Funds include the costs of
sales and services, administrative expenses and depreciation on capital assets. All revenues
and expenses not meeting this definition are reported as nonoperating revenues and expenses.

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the Township's policy
to use restricted resources first, then unrestricted resources as they are needed.

Deposits and Investments

The Township's cash and cash equivalents are considered to be cash on hand, demand
deposits and short-term investments with original maturities of three months or less from the
date of acquisition.

With the exception of Pension Trust Funds, state law allows the Township to invest in
obligations of the United States of America, the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or any agency
or instrumentality of either, which are secured by the full faith and credit of such entity. The law
also allows for the Township to invest in certificates of deposit of banks, savings and loans and
savings banks both within and outside the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, provided such
amounts are insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC) or other like
insurance and that deposits in excess of such insurance are collateralized by the depository.

The state also imposes limitations with respect to the amount of investment in certificates of
deposit to the extent that such deposits may not exceed 20% of a bank's total capital surplus or
20% of a savings and loan's or savings bank's assets, net of its liabilities. The Township may
also invest in shares of registered investment companies, provided that investments of the
company are authorized investments, as noted above.

The law provides that the Township's Pension Trust Funds may invest in any form or type of
investment, financial instrument, or financial transactions if determined by the Township to be
prudent.

Investments for the Township are reported at fair value. The investment pool operates in
accordance with appropriate state laws and regulations. The reported value of the pool is the
same as the fair value of the pool shares.

Receivables and Pavables

Activity between funds that is representative of lending/borrowing arrangements outstanding at
the end of the fiscal year is referred to as either "due to/from other funds" (I.e., the current
portion of interfund loans) or "advances to/from other funds" (I.e., the noncurrent portion of
interfund loans). All other outstanding balances between funds are reported as "due to/from
other funds." Any residual balances outstanding between the governmental activities and
business-type activities are reported in the government-wide financial statements as "internal
balances."

Advances between funds, as reported in the fund financial statements, are offset by a fund
balance reserve account in applicable Governmental Funds to indicate that they are not
available for appropriation and are not expendable available financial resources.

All trade and property tax receivables are shown net of an allowance for uncollectibles. At
December 31,2010, all trade receivables were deemed to be fUlly collectible. There is no tax
receivable allowance due to the materiality of the outstanding receivable.

Property taxes are levied as of January 1 on property values assessed as of the same date.
Taxes are billed February 1 and payable under the follOWing terms: a 2% discount February 1
through March 31; face amount April 1 through May 31; and a 10% penalty after May 31. Any
unpaid bills at December 31 are subject to lien, and penalties and interest are assessed.

Prepaid Items

Certain payments to vendors reflect costs applicable to future accounting periods and are
recorded as prepaid items in both government-wide and fund financial statements.

Capital Assets

Capital assets, which include property, plant, equipment and infrastructure assets (e.g., roads,
bridges, sidewalks and similar items), are reported in the applicable governmental or business­
type activities columns in the government-wide financial statements. Capital assets are defined
by the Township as assets with an initial, individual cost of more than $10,000 and an estimated
useful life in excess of one year. Such assets are recorded at historical cost or estimated
historical cost if purchased or constructed. Donated capital assets are recorded at estimated
fair market value at the date of donation.

The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the assets or
materially extend the lives of the assets are not capitalized.

Major outlays for capital assets and improvements are capitalized as projects are constructed.
Interest incurred during the construction phase of capital assets of business-type activities is
included as part of the capitalized value of the assets constructed. Prior to January 1, 2003,
Governmental Funds' infrastructure assets were not capitalized. These assets have been
valued at estimated historical cost.

Sick Pay - Civil employees are paid for up to 50 days of unused sick time, plus a maximum of
$3,000 in excess of the 50 days, upon retirement, disability, or layoff. For police employees, at
the time of retirement, up to 90 unused sick days shall be paid at one-half the base daily rate in
effect on December 31, 1999. All sick pay is accrued when incurred in the government-wide
and Proprietary Funds financial statements. A liability for these amounts is reported in
Governmental Funds only if they have matured; for example, as a result of employee
resignations and retirements.

Long-Term Obligations

In the government-wide financial statements and Proprietary Fund Types in the fund financial
statements, long-term debt and other long-term obligations are reported as liabilities in the
applicable governmental activities, business-type activities, or Proprietary Fund Type statement
of net assets. Bond premiums and discounts, as well as issuance costs, are deferred and
amortized over the life of the bonds using the straight-line method. Bonds payable are reported
net of the applicable bond premium or discount. Bond issuance costs are reported as deferred
charges and amortized over the term of the related debt.

In the fund financial statements, Governmental Fund Types recognize bond premiums and
discounts, as well as bond issuance costs, during the current period. The face amount of debt
issued is reported as other financing sources. Premiums received on debt issuances are
reported as other financing sources while discounts on debt issuances are reported as other
financing uses. Issuance costs, whether or not withheld from the actual debt proceeds
received, are reported as debt service expenditures.

Fund Equity

In the fund financial statements, Governmental Funds report reservations of fund balance for
amounts that are not available for appropriation or are legally restricted by outside parties for
use for a specific purpose. Designations of fund balance represent tentative management plans
that are subject to change.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts
of revenues and expenditures during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those
estimates.

Restricted Cash

Certain cash deposits have been classified as restricted assets because they are held by the
Township in a custodial capacity for developers and others.

NOTE B STEWARDSHIP, COMPLIANCE AND ACCOUNTABILITY

BUdgetary Information

Annual budgets are adopted on a basis consistent with generally accepted accounting principles
for the General Fund and Sewer Fund. All annual appropriations lapse at fiscal year-end. The
General Fund budget is presented in the required supplementary information.

During November, the Township holds bUdget hearings for the purpose of receiving oral and
written comments from interested parties in regard to the proposed budget for the following
year. The Township makes available to the public its proposed operating budget for the
General Fund and Sewer Fund. The operating budget includes proposed expenditures and the
means of financing them. The Board holds public hearings, and a final budget must be
prepared and adopted no later than December 31 through the passage of an ordinance.

The Township Board of Commissioners approves, by ordinance, total budget appropriations
only. The Township Manager is authorized to transfer budget amounts between departments
within the General Fund; however, any appropriations that exceed the total budget
appropriations for the year of any fund are approved by the Board of Commissioners by
resolution at the conclusion of the year. Therefore, the level of budgetary responsibility is by
total appropriations; however, for report purposes, this level has been expanded to a functional
basis. There was one budget revision made in February 2011 to the 2010 budget. The Board
also authorized the use of unallocated fund balance in 2010.

The budget was overexpended in the categories of general government, public safety, interest
expense and debt service in the amounts as shown on page 46. These overexpenditures were
funded by greater than anticipated revenues and issuance of debt. Encumbrance accounting is
employed in Governmental Funds. Encumbrances (e.g., purchase orders) outstanding at year­
end lapse.

NOTEC DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS

Custodial Credit Risk

Deposits - In the case of deposits, this is the risk that, in the event of a bank failure, the
Township's deposits may not be returned to it. The Township's policy is to require its banking
institution to provide a letter stating that the Township follows Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
Act 72, where all funds in excess of federal depository insurance limits held by the bank are
collateralized in public funds secured on a pooled basis.

As of year-end, the carrying amount of the deposits for the governmental and business-type
activities was $12,876,399 and the bank balance was $13,102,456. Of the bank balance,
$500,000 was covered by federal depository insurance. Any balances exceeding depository
insurance are exposed to custodial credit risk because they are uninsured and collateralized
with securities held by the pledging institution's trust department or agent but not in the
Township's name. The Governmental Funds' investment in externally pooled investments is
considered as cash equivalents because of the short maturity dates and is included in the
deposit figure above.

Investments - For an investment, this is the risk that, in the event of a failure of the
counterparty, the Township will not be able to recover the value of its investments or collateral
securities that are in possession of an outside party. The risks of default are eliminated due to
the constraints imposed upon allowable investment instruments by the Township's investment
policy and through state limitations as discussed in Note A.

Interest Rate Risk

This is the risk that changes in interest rates will adversely affect the fair rnarket value of an
investment. The Township does not have a formal investment policy that limits investment
maturities.

Credit Risk - This is the risk that an issuer or other counterparty to an investment will not fulfill
its obligations, State law limits the investment of Governmental Funds as described in Note A,
The Township does not have a formal investment policy for credit risk, The Governmental
Funds pooled investments are rated AAAm by Standard & Poor's, The Fiduciary Funds bond
mutual funds range from a rating of A to AAA by Moody's. The Fiduciary Funds pooled
investments are assets held at contract value by Metropolitan Life Insurance Company, and
there is no method available to disclose the interest rate risk of applicable underlying debt
securities.

Concentration of Credit Risk - This is the risk of loss attributed to the magnitude of a
government's investment in a single issuer. There were no investments greater than 5% in any
one single issuer that would be considered a concentration of credit risk.

General Obligation Bonds and Notes

In 2010, the Township issued General Obligation Bonds of $29,025,000. The proceeds from
the sale of the bonds were used to provide funds to (1) currently refund the Township's General
Obligation Bonds, Series of 2001; (2) currently refund the Township's General Obligation
Bonds, Series A of 2005; (3) currently refund the Township's General Obligation Note, Series of
2009; (4) provide funds for certain capital projects such as an indoor recreation facility, bridge
and road work, capital improvements to the Skatium facility and other miscellaneous capital
projects and purchases; and (5) provide for the payment of the costs and expenses incurred in
connection with the issuance of the bonds. The issuance of this debt resulted in an economic
gain of approximately $706,000 and increased future debt service payments by approximately
$23,400,000.

Additionally, in 2010 the Township redeemed its outstanding General Obligation Bonds,
Series B of 2005, with moneys from the General Fund.

The amount, if any, of
expenditures that may be disaliowed by the grantor cannot be determined at this time, although
the Township expects such amounts, if any, to be immaterial.

The Township is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to and
destruction of assets; errors and omissions; and natural disasters for which the Township
carries commercial insurance.

In the normal course of business, there are various relatively minor claims and suits pending
against the Township, none of which materialiy affect the financial position of the Township.

RISK MANAGEMENT

The Township self-insures an unemployment compensation program. Amounts are paid to the
state as claims are filed. The Township paid $66,703 on claims for the year ended
December 31,2010.

EMPLOYEE RETIREMENT AND PENSION PLANS

The Township sponsors two single-employer defined benefit pension plans: the Non-Uniformed
Pension Plan and the Police Pension Plan. All full-time police and civil employees participate in
the plans. The most recent valuations were as of January 1, 2009. Following are details from
the valuations of these two plans.

Plan Descriptions

The Township sponsors public employee retirement systems (PERS) to provide pension
benefits for employees of the Township.

Non-Uniformed Pension Plan - The Non-Uniformed Pension Plan provides retirement benefits
as well as death and disability benefits. All benefits vest at 100% after five years of credited
service. Employees who retire at or after age 62 and completion of five years of service, or at
age 60 and completion of 25 years of service, are entitled to an annual retirement benefit,
payable monthly for life, in an amount equal to 2% of the member's average monthly salary for
the 36 consecutive months of employment which provide the highest such average, multiplied
by credited service.

Covered employees are required to contribute 2.75% of their salary to the Non-Uniformed
Pension Fund. If an employee leaves covered employment or dies before five years of credited
service, accumulated employee contributions plus related investment earnings are refunded to
the employee or designated beneficiary. The Township is required by statute, principally
Pennsylvania Act 205, to contribute the remaining amounts necessary to finance the fund.
Benefit and contribution provisions are established by Pennsylvania law and may be amended
only as allowed by Pennsylvania law.
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Commissioners are entitled to the following retirement benefits commencing upon the later of
attainment of age 62 or vacating of office: 50% of salary if service is at least 8 years but less
than 12 years; 75% of salary if service is at least 12 years but less than 16 years; and 100% of
salary if service is 16 years or more.

The plan issues stand-alone financial statements. The statements can be obtained from the
Township by request.

Police Pension Plan - The Police Pension Plan provides retirement benefits as well as death
and disability benefits. All benefits vest after 12 years of credited service. Employees who
retire at or after age 50 with 25 years of service or officers hired prior to December 21, 1965,
may retire upon attainment of age 60 and completion of 20 years of service and are entitled to
an annual retirement benefit, payable monthly for life, in an amount equal to 50% of their final­
average salary. Final-average salary is the employee's average salary, including overtime, over
the final 36 months of credited service. For each full year of service over 25 years, the pension
is increased $20 per month to a maximum additional pension of $100 per month.

Officers are required to contribute 4.5% of compensation to the Police Pension Fund. The
Township is required by statute, principally Pennsylvania Act 205, to contribute the remaining
amounts necessary to finance the fund. Benefit and contribution provisions are established by
Pennsylvania law and may be amended only as allowed by Pennsylvania law.

If an employee leaves covered employment or dies before 12 years of credited service,
accumulated employee contributions of the Police Pension Fund plus related investment
earnings are refunded to the ernployee or designated beneficiary. The Township is required by
statute, principally Pennsylvania Act 205, to contribute the remaining arnounts necessary to
finance the Police Pension Fund. Benefit and contribution provisions are established by
Pennsylvania law and rnay be arnended only as allowed by Pennsylvania law.

The plan issues stand-alone financial statements. The staternents can be obtained from the
Township by request.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies and Plan Asset Matters

Basis of Accounting - The pension plans' financial staternents are prepared using the accrual
basis of accounting. Ernployee and ernployer contributions are recognized as revenues in the
period in which employees' services are perforrned. Benefits and refunds are recognized when
due and payable in accordance with the terms of the plans.

Method Used to Value Investments - The pension plans' equity securities are reported at
market value. Short-term investments are reported at cost, which approximates fair value.
Securities traded on a national or international exchange are valued at the last reported sales
price at current exchange rates. Fixed income securities are reported at market value;
investment income is recognized as earned. Gains and losses on sales and exchanges of fixed
income securities are recognized on the transaction date. Market related value of assets is
used to determine the indicated contribution. The pension plans' unallocated insurance contract
is valued at contract value. Contract value represents contributions made under the contract,
plus interest at the contract rate, less funds used to purchase annuities and pay administrative
expenses charged by the insurance company.
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At December 31, 2010, there were no individual investments that constituted more than 5% of
plan net assets available for benefits that were required to be reported. The plans did not have
any investment transactions with related parties during the year.

Contributions Required and Contributions Made

The pension plans' funding policy provides for periodic employer contributions at actuarially
determined rates that, expressed as percentages of annual covered payroll, are sufficient to
accumulate sufficient assets to pay benefits when due. Level percentages of payroll employer
contribution rates are determined using the entry age normal actuarial funding method as
required by Pennsylvania Act 205. The pension plans also use a method defined by Act 205 to
amortize the unfunded liability over a defined period.

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Description of the Non-Uniformed OPES Plan

Established through civilian contract, the Township administers a single-employer defined
benefit postemployment benefit plan that provides medical, prescription drug, dental and vision
benefits for civilian employees who retire from the Township. The prescription drug, vision and
dental benefits are provided through a self-funded insurance program administered by a third
party administrator, while the medical benefits are fUlly insured. The requirement for eligibility
mirrors the requirements for retirement.

The plan does not issue a stand-alone financial report.

Description of the Police OPES Plan

Established through police contract, the Township administers a single-employer defined benefit
postemployment benefit plan that provides medical, prescription drug, dental and vision benefits
for police employees who retire from the Township. The prescription drug, vision and dental
benefits are provided through a self-funded insurance program administered by a third party
administrator, while the medical benefits are fUlly insured. The requirement for eligibility mirrors
the requirements for retirement.

The plan does not issue a stand-alone financial report.

Funding Policy

Retirees are not required to make contributions to either plan. The contribution requirements of
plan members have been established and may be amended through Civilian and Police Labor
Contracts. The Township is accounting for these expenditures on a "pay-as-you-go" basis. For
December 31, 2010, there were no amounts contributed to this plan. There are currently 8
civilian and 38 police retirees receiving these benefits. The amount paid out for insurance
premium reimbursements to eligible non-uniformed and police retirees for 2010 was $127,714
and $896,503, respectively.

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Actuarial valuations of an ongoing plan involve estimates of the value of reported amounts and
assumptions about the probability of occurrence of events far into the future. Examples include
assumptions about future employment, mortality and the healthcare cost trend. Amounts
determined regarding the funded status of the OPEB plans and the annual required
contributions of the employer are subject to continual revision as actual results are compared
with past expectations and new estimates are made about the future.

The schedules of funding progress, presented as required supplementary information (RSI)
following the notes to the financial statements, present multiyear trend information about
whether the actuarial value of the OPEB plan assets is increasing or decreasing over time
relative to the actuarial accrued liability for benefits. However, because the Township maintains
no plan assets, required disclosures over plan assets are not applicable.

Projections of benefits are based on the types of benefits proVided under the substantive plan at
the time of each valuation and on the pattern of sharing of benefit costs between the employer
and plan members to that point. The projections of benefits for financial reporting purposes do
not explicitly incorporate the potential effects of legal or contractual funding limitations on the
pattern of cost sharing between the employer and plan members in the future.

Annual OPES Cost and Net OPES Obligation

The Township's annual OPEB cost is calculated based on the annual required contribution
(ARC) of the employer, an amount actuarially determined in accordance with the parameters of
GASB Statement No. 45. The ARC represents a level of funding that, if paid on an ongoing
basis, is projected to cover normal cost each year and amortize any unfunded actuarial liabilities
(or funding excess) over a period of 30 years. The following table illustrates the components of
the Township's annual OPEB cost for the year, the amount actually contributed to the plans and
changes in the Township's net OPEB obligation:

ESCROW CASH DEPOSIT AND INVESTMENTS

The Township acts in a custodial capacity with respect to monies deposited with it by
developers. These monies are held by the Township and used to pay legal, engineering and
other fees incurred on behalf of a specific project. Any unused deposits are returned to the
developer upon completion of the project, except for an administrative handling fee. None of
the monies received from or expended on behalf of the developers are recorded in the revenues
or expenses of the Township. At December 31, 2010, $307,533 represents the balance of
these monies held in escrow in the General Fund.

SUBSEQUENT EVENTS

A condemnation action was filed by the Township on March 31, 2009, in the Court of Common
Pleas of Delaware County, Pennsylvania. The Township paid estimated just compensation of
$1,260,000 in June 2009. On March 23, 2011, the Board of View issued a Final Report
awarding damages of $6,000,000 to the condemnees. On April 11, 2011, the Township filed an
appeal from the March 23, 2011 Final Report with the Delaware County Court of Common
Pleas.

In January 2011, the Township entered construction contracts of $7,417,359 for work to be
performed on the Community Recreation and Environmental Center.

Effective January 1, 2011, the existing defined benefit contribution plan was terminated for any
neWly hired full-time non-uniformed employees. New employees will participate in the newly
formed defined contribution pension plan. The Township will contribute a minimum of 1% of the
employee's compensation each year into each employee's individual account maintained by the
Plan Administrator.
