issues Recommendations
•	Traffic congestion and backups
•	High vehicular speeds
•	Pedestrian safety and comfort
•	Lack of turn lanes at major intersections
•	Access to rail stations and transit stops
•	Drivers facing a large amount of visual 
information

Pedestrian 
•	Complete the sidewalk network by 
constructing or improving sidewalk in 
the areas highlighted on the sub-area 
map.

•	Upgrade pedestrian amenities at 
existing crosswalks and unsignalized 
intersections to improve pedestrian 
circulation. 

•	 Install curb ramps and high visibility 
crosswalk markings along with 
countdown pedestrian signals at all 
signalized intersections along Lancaster 
Avenue.

Morris Avenue at Bryn Mawr rail station 
(“Tango Tangle”)
•	Short-Term: Install warning signage 
and rumble strips to promote driver 
awareness of this pedestrian crossing 
location.

•	Medium-Term: Channelize traffic 
through the intersection and modify the 
area north of the station as proposed by 
Gannett Fleming in 2007.

Lancaster Avenue at Morton Road (Bryn 
Mawr Film Institute)
•	 Install flashing yellow beacons at 
crosswalk location.

Intersection and Roadway
•	Use curbing to define access driveways 
that are located within the influence 
area of the intersections along 
Lancaster Avenue.

•	Simplify and clarify traffic control 
information for drivers.

Land Use
•	 Install wayfinding signage identifying the 
Bryn Mawr station of the Paoli/Thorndale 
line and destinations such as Bryn Mawr 
Hospital.

•	Encourage redevelopment of Municipal 
Lot 7. Any development of this site 
must be held to high design and use 
standards because of its prominent 
location. Future development should 
reinforce the character of a vibrant 
village center and incorporate ground 
floor retail on Lancaster and Bryn Mawr 
Avenues.

•	 Install gateway treatments at the 
intersection of Lancaster Avenue and 
Bryn Mawr Avenue in order to better 
distinguish village center from adjacent 
areas. 

•	Explore redevelopment options for 
the Verizon building and the large 
surface parking lot on the north side 
of Lancaster Avenue west of Merion 
Avenue.
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
