Article II, Section 16 

Unless absolutely necessary no county, 
city, incorporated town, borough, 

township or ward shall be divided in 
forming either a senatorial or 

representative district.

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Pennsylvania Constitution 
Article II, Section 17(c) 

• …Any person aggrieved by the preliminary 
plan shall have the same thirty-day period to 
file exceptions with the commission in which 
case the commission shall thirty days after the 
date the exceptions were filed to prepare and 
file with such elections officer a revised 
reapportionment plan.

• There is no specific format, but you must state “I take 
exception to the plan” and include your reasons why, your 
name, address, phone number, and signature 

• Exceptions must be received by the Commission by 
November 30, 2011 
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Attend a Public Hearing 

• A public hearing is scheduled for November 18 
at 12 noon in Hearing Room #1, North Office 
Building, Harrisburg 

• All requests to testify and a summary of your 
proposed testimony must be received by the 
Commission by November 14 

• Only one person per district may testify, as 
repetition is not allowed
